The purpose of the certification is to determine if a candidate possesses the professionalism, experience and 

skill level to meet the NARHA Interactive Vaulting Instructor criteria. Three components are required for 

certification:  lungeing, barrel compulsories and instruction.  

 

Prerequisites to apply for NARHA Interactive Vaulting Instructor Certification: 

• Be a current NARHA Certified Riding Instructor Registered, Advanced or  Master Level 

• Be at least 21 years of age 

• Complete a NARHA Interactive Vaulting Workshop within 2 years of submitting your application. 

Note: Workshops and Certifications may not be attended consecutively. 

•  Have completed 50 practice hours (20 teaching and 30 lungeing)
